[3] Surely he shall deliver thee from the snare of the fowler, and from the
noisome pestilence.

his truth shall be thy shield and buckler.

[5] Thou shalt not be afraid for the terror by night; nor for the arrow that flieth
by day;

a. What can we learn from Lot about delay? Genesis9:12-17, 24.

Genesis 19:12-17

[12] And the men said unto Lot, Hast thou here any besides? son in law, and thy
sons, and thy daughters, and whatsoever thou hast in the city, bring them out
of this place:

[13] For we will destroy this place, because the cry of them is waxen great before
the face of the LORD; and the LORD hath sent us to destroy it.

[14] And Lot went out, and spake unto his sons in law, which married his
daughters, and said, Up, get you out of this place; for the LORD will destroy
this city. But he seemed as one that mocked unto his sons in law.

[15] And when the morning arose, then the angels hastened Lot, saying, Arise,
take thy wife, and thy two daughters, which are here; lest thou be consumed
in the iniquity of the city.

[16] And while he lingered, the men laid hold upon his hand, and upon the hand
of his wife, and upon the hand of his two daughters; the LORD being merciful
unto him: and they brought him forth, and set him without the city.

[17] And it came to pass, when they had brought them forth abroad, that he said,
Escape for thy life; look not behind thee, neither stay thou in all the plain;
escape to the mountain, lest thou be consumed.

Genesis 19:24
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[24] Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire
from the LORD out of heaven;

Genesis 7:13-23

[13] In the selfsame day entered Noah, and Shem, and Ham, and Japheth, the
sons of Noah, and Noah's wife, and the three wives of his sons with them, into
the ark;

[14] They, and every beast after his kind, and all the cattle after their kind, and
every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind, and every
fowl after his kind, every bird of every sort.

[15] And they went in unto Noah into the ark, two and two of all flesh, wherein is
the breath of life.

[16] And they that went in, went in male and female of all flesh, as God had
commanded him: and the LORD shut him in.

[17] And the flood was forty days upon the earth; and the waters increased, and
bare up the ark, and it was lift up above the earth.

[18] And the waters prevailed, and were increased greatly upon the earth; and
the ark went upon the face of the waters.

[19] And the waters prevailed exceedingly upon the earth; and all the high hills,
that were under the whole heaven, were covered.

[20] Fifteen cubits upward did the waters prevail; and the mountains were
covered.

[21] And all flesh died that moved upon the earth, both of fowl, and of cattle, and
of beast, and of every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth, and every
man:

[22] All in whose nostrils was the breath of life, of all that was in the dry land,
died.

[23] And every living substance was destroyed which was upon the face of the
ground, both man, and cattle, and the creeping things, and the fowl of the
heaven; and they were destroyed from the earth: and Noah only remained
alive, and they that were with him in the ark.

Thursday February 5 5. ARK OF REFUGE

a. What can we learn from God's faithful prior to the Flood? Hebrews 11:7.

Hebrews 11:7

the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.
